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	Strategy Name: College Exploration Via Sticky Sorter 



	Purpose/Objectives:

Students will explore at least 5 colleges/universities and use Microsoft Sticky Sorter to document the pros and cons, facts, and any meaningful information about each college/university. Students will learn a better way to organize information and aid in their decision making process. The idea is that students will learn to use Sticky Sorter in the initial stages of the college application process, and also to facilitate easier decision making in different situations.



	Materials Needed:

Laptop (Naviance and Sticky Sorter)
Paper and Pencil


	Process:

1. Students will log into their naviance accounts and begin to research at least 5 colleges/universities. They will need to record any pertinent information about each college/university. Students should record a minimum of 10 “facts” for each college/university.
2. Students will click on the Sticky Sorter program. In this program they will copy the “facts” they found on individual “sticky notes”. They may also add any ideas that come up as they are brainstorming.
3. Students will organize their “sticky notes” in a manner that helps them to come closer to deciding where they may want to attend college.

4. Students will come back for an individual counselor appointment where we can discuss their sticky note process.
