	Purpose/Objectives:  Communicate effectively the importance of a handshake and non-verbal communication in diverse teams.

	Process:

In teams of 2-3, students will develop a website using digital technologies to demonstrate an understanding of the importance of non-verbal communication and handshake etiquette.

Using previous handshake activity as a basis, students will demonstrate their ability to work effectively and respectfully with diverse teams to create a unique website that synthesizes and makes connections between information, interpretations, conclusions, and experiences gained through their project based handshake experience.
