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	Strategy Name:  Team Measuring


	Purpose/Objectives: Have students use a varity of methods to measure objects precisly and accurately.


	Materials Needed:

Puzzle
Jing (screencasting software)

Flip (Digital Video Recorder)
Caliper  
Micrometer

Height Gage

Gage Blocks

Gage Pins

Machinist’s ruler
Computer Measurement  Machine (CMM)



	Process:

Bellwork: Have students take a puzzle piece and answer on a piece of scratch paper “without measurement how could you ensure two things fit together?”
Have a class discussion on the role of measurement in manufacturing and design.

Place students in groups of 2-3 based on matching puzzle pieces together.  This will ensure each group is assembled randomly, and help foster soft skills such as teamwork and collaboration.  
First, Each group will be given a precision measuring device.  With the device students are to research a brief history and best practices including (when to use, common mistakes, proper care).  
Next, sure some examples of successful video tutorials.  
Next, briefly show students how to use Jing and Flip cameras to create their videos.

Next, Provide group work time to have students prepare a video on their assigned device for posting on the class YouTube channel.  This will serve as a resource for students as they use this equipment in a lab setting.
Assess via rubric and self-assessment.
