CALL TO ORDER

HUMAN SERVICES CLUSTER/FITNESS PROGRAM OF STUDY
Dr. Murphy reviewed the Human Services Cluster, 21 combined total credits, consisting of Clinical Exercise Specialist Advanced Certificate, Group Fitness Instructor Certificate, and Sports Conditioning Advanced Certificate.  Available industry credentials are Coaching Certificate, Sports Officiating Certificate, American Heart Association CPR, and American Red Cross Lifeguarding.  Triton has course articulation agreements with Concordia University, Chicago State University, and Dominican University.
DUAL CREDIT TRITON CAMPUS LIST

Nutrition Science, Lifestyle Diseases, and Wellness & Exercise for Special Populations will be removed from the Triton Catalog.   

DUAL CREDIT HOME SCHOOL STATUS REVIEW
Dr. Cothran noted that each district has its own policy on Dual Credit.  A question was raised on whether students are confused about Dual Credit courses and to reduce the number of them.  Ms. Rayburn suggested classes not be dropped and to create a learning pathway that is manageable for students.

Ms. Rayburn endorsed Ms. Connie Jesukaitis to chair FY19 Family Consumer & Health Sciences Committee.  Dr. Cothran said Ms. Valarie Berger, current Chair of Family Consumer & Health Sciences Committee, showed interest to head the committee in FY19.  The AC Members agreed on Dr. Cothran speaking with Ms. Berger about mentoring her successor and taking the matter to the Board of Control.    
FY19 REGIONAL ACTIVITIES PLANNING
During the Triton Counselor’s Meeting on February 23, 2018, the counselors proposed between middle of September to the first week of October for chaperoning students on field trips.  The AC Members voted to take up to four field trips during FY19 and to exclude Siemens.  Mr. Lasky and Mr. Wildes expressed interest in the STEM mini-grant.  Ms. Rayburn will assess and advise later.  Mr. Weishaar and Mr. Johnson will not apply for the STEM mini-grant.  Dr. Cothran announced that the IWAS Grant submission is April 15.
