CALL TO ORDER
Dr. Cothran called the meeting of the Des Plaines Valley Region Administrative Council to order at 8:30 a.m. on Thursday, April 12, 2018 at Oak Park & River Forest High School in Room 174.    
APPROVAL OF MARCH MINUTES
Mr. Johnson moved, Dr. Campos seconded the motion to approve minutes of the March 1, 2018 meeting.  None opposed.  Unanimously approved.  
TECH/ENGINEERING COMMITTEE REPORT

On behalf of Mr. Ryan VenHorst, Mr. Johnson gave an end-of-year report of the committee’s successes and challenges.  Dr. Cothran noted, and others agreed, that Ryan has been doing an excellent job in his role as committee chair.
DUAL CREDIT 
Mr. Tim Nystrom, Triton’s Director of Dual Credit, announced he will finalize the Triton Dual Credit list by May 4, 2018.  Currently, Mr. Nystrom is working to revamp Triton’s Dual Credit website to include updating the ‘Frequently Asked Questions’ and the ‘Faculty & Staff’ pages.  
POST-SECONDARY WORKFORCE READINESS ACT
Dr. Cothran stated Perkins Grant, Post-Secondary Workforce Readiness Act, and Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA) all have career pathways and industry credentials in common.  
WORKFORCE INNOVATION AND OPPORTUNITY ACT (WIOA) ILLINOIS PLAN
Dr. Cothran introduced the WIOA In-School-Youth Career Pathways Initiative Grant.  The range of award is $250,000 to $500,000 per project for students sixteen years and older, attending school, and have low-income, plus other special populations designations.  Application deadline is May 1, 2018.  The Administrative Council Members received attachments of National Healthcareer Association (NHA) certifications in eight specialties comparable to ISBE Approved CIPs to Triton’s Programs including Triton’s pass rates.      
POS WEBSITE-COURSE UPDATES

Dr. Cothran suggested AC Members consider the ongoing changes in career pathways development, and update their Program of Study website course listings accordingly, working on math course sequences last due to changes in transitional math requirements. 
PROGRAM COMMITTEE CHAIR SELECTION
Regarding FY19 Chairperson for Family Consumer Science Committee, Ms. Rayburn moved, Mr. Weishaar seconded the motion to submit Ms. Valarie Berger’s application to the Board of Control for their consideration.  None opposed.  Unanimously approved.  

IWAS UPDATE

Dr. Cothran reported that the federal government has increased the Perkins Grant awards. Illinois is waiting to hear how that will impact the state level of funding for FY19.  IWAS grant submissions are delayed until May while the state completes their calculations.
CTE REPORT CARDS
Dr. Cothran informed the AC Members that ISBE has finished computing the data for 2016 graduates.  Districts would previously review ISBE’s release of information before filing in IWAS, but ISBE has not caught up yet to computing the data for FY17 graduates.
REGIONAL CONSOLIATED CALENDAR

Dr. Cothran requested approved 2018-2019 schools calendars from the AC Members.
