CALL TO ORDER
Dr. Cothran called the meeting of the Des Plaines Valley Region Administrative Council to order at 8:31a.m. on Thursday, October 4, 2018 at Oak Park & River Forest High School in Room 174.    
APPROVAL OF SEPTEMBER MINUTES
Mr. Weishaar moved, Mr. Holthouse seconded the motion to approve minutes of the September 6, 2018 meeting.  None opposed.  Motion carried.    
REGIONAL ACTIVITIES
A. Triton Tours:  To date, 267 students have responded to the Triton visit survey.  86% of those who attended said they would recommend the trip to their classmates.  Dr. Cothran has sent out new questionnaires to Triton members and she will share their feedback in the November Admin Council meeting.  The DVR Program Committee Chairs also gave positive responses about the Triton tours.  Admin Council Members from high schools and Dr. Campos for Triton were amenable to hold the Triton trips next year.  Some suggested extending each tour by one hour and inviting Triton graduates to speak about success stories.  Admin Council Member recommended combining the programs of study tours with a partial course experience in the department and another proposed giving the students the option to choose between different program tours.  Dr. Campos stated Triton was in the process of developing a short introduction video by department.  The videos will be available on Triton website.
B. October 16 Apprenticeship Expo:  High school Admin Council Members will be working together to accommodate 200 students between all eight schools.
C. November 2 Workshop:  Dr. Cothran distributed questions on Competency Education Pilot to be discussed during the working lunch.  After discussion, Dr. Cothran said she will be updating the questions in consideration of Admin Council Members’ comments.  Two different content meetings, Communication/Business and Design/Creation will be held during the Workshop.  Admin Council Members affirmed the participant lists for their schools.  The Postsecondary & Workforce Readiness Act (PWR) requires all district schools to develop transitional math.  During the November 2nd Workshop, math participants from high schools and Triton will discuss one of three categories of math to be agreed on by all school districts.  Admin Council Members unanimously expressed that given the state’s published guidelines and resource on math competencies and assessments, math summit participants should keep an open mind about coming to an agreement.

PERKINS V PLAN

Dr. Cothran mentioned the state’s increased emphasis on implementation on credentialing, special populations, and also Workforce Innovation & Opportunity Act (WIOA) initiatives.  

OTHER

Discussion about the literature on ‘Nontraditional Career Preparation’ from NAPE.  So far, two people have signed up to take the NAPE online training.  Dr. Cothran asked if more would be interested.
