APPROVAL OF DECEMBER MINUTES

Mr. Holthouse moved, Dr. Campos seconded the motion to approve minutes of the December 14, 2017 meeting.  All ayes; motion carried.
GRANT CORE INDICATORS AND PERFORMANCE TRENDS

Mr. Weishaar informed the AC Members that his administration is in the initial phases of restoring Career Day and creating Work Study-Cooperatives, and Cohorts with Triton College.  Dr. Campos mentioned inviting college students as student ambassadors to speak in their former high schools which is allowed as a Perkins stipend.  Ms. Rayburn spoke about partnering with Kia Motors, Advisory Committee, and challenges of teacher credentialing.  Mr. Holthouse remarked on Leyden’s efforts to ensure the students graduate with industry credentials through three hours of post-secondary credit programs:  Advanced Placement, Dual Credit, or industry.

COMPTIA REQUEST FOR DVR IT PROGRAM

Dr. Cothran has been contacted by CompTIA on creating IT programs to middle school students.  Currently, Proviso has Introduction IT and web design classes and works well with feeder schools.  Leyden offers literacy, computer repair, and AP computer science courses and caters to a wide range of feeder schools.  Ridgewood is focused on building IT programs next year and it will adjust and develop classes to accommodate students.  Elmwood Park will be looking to expand its IT programs in the following year.  AC Members were encouraged to think about collaborating efforts to create IT programs for their feeder schools given the limited budget and stringent grant guidelines.
BEST PRACTICES
Dr. Cothran has received one application.  Dr. Cothran explained that a best practice must be something new and unique which is already in place and not in its planning stages.  Applicants may submit anything that is worthy for recognition, that is not a duplication of initiatives featured in the past.
FY19 COMMITTEE CHAIR APPLICATIONS
Dr. Cothran clarified that Program Committee Chairs are reviewed and recommended by the AC Members and approved by the Board of Control.  The applicants must be endorsed by their schools for a one-year commitment.  The application deadline is April 4, 2018.  
REGIONAL ACTIVITIES - PLANNING FOR FY19
A. Career Field Trips:
The AC Members agreed that they prefer field experiences over in-school presentations.  They decided to budget for FY19 onsite/field trips, if possible.    
B. Teacher Trek:
Mr. Holthouse briefed the AC Members on Teach Tech Trek held on January 24-25, 2018.  On day one, the industrial tech teachers toured Sloan Valve, A-1 Tool, and Scholle IPN.  Second day, the teachers gathered together to upload lessons on DVR lesson sharing site.  Discussion in favor of repeating Teacher Tech Trek next year, and reassessing.
C. Counselor Round Tables:

A suggestion was made to combine College Career days with Counselor Round Table meetings to maximize output for the benefit of students.  
D. Field Trips to Triton:

AC members suggested counselors chaperone small student groups to see Triton career programs. AC Members were asked to speak with their counselors to confirm their availability to chaperone the students.  Dr. Cothran and Dr. Campos agreed to hold a Counselor Round Table meeting at Triton in Building H.  Based on each school district’s calendar and avoiding blackout dates, Mondays, and Fridays, Dr. Campos will recommend dates for the fall semester.

FALL WORKSHOP PLANNING

Dr. Campos agreed to conduct a breakout session on how the new H building resources and design have stimulated changes in teaching methods.  
Dr. Cothran also asked for ideas on breakout sessions they would like included on November 2.
